Standard 1: Uses the general skills and strategies of the writing process
CA12.1.1 Uses the general skills and strategies of the writing process

· Select one or more planning strategies from a range including brainstorming, speed writing, circling main ideas in a topic, structured overviews, discussion with partner or group

· Plans writing through discussion with others and by making notes, lists or drawing diagrams 
CA12.1.2 Uses a variety of strategies to draft and revise written work for different audiences and purposes 
· highlights individual voice
· rethinks content, organization, and style
· checks accuracy and depth of information
· redrafts for readability and needs of readers; reviews writing to ensure that content and linguistic structures are consistent with purpose

· Carefully proofreads successive drafts, using checklists       

· Improves coherence and progression by adding, deleting, consolidating, and rearranging text

· Monitor their own progress as writer (keep dated records of discussions about writing with teacher and peers, noting points to be acted upon) 

· Revises writing:  to improve the logic and coherence of the organization and controlling perspective; for specific audiences, purposes, and formality of the contexts; and, to sharpen the precision of word choice and achieve desired tone 

· Edit and proofread one’s own writing, as well as that of others, using an editing checklist with specific examples of corrections of frequent errors

· Apply criteria developed by self and others to evaluate the mechanics and content of writing 

· Revise, edit, and proofread one’s own writing, as well as that of others, using an editing checklist  

· Use group-generated criteria for evaluating different forms of writing and explain why these are important before applying them 

· Individually develop and use criteria for assessing work across the curriculum, explaining why the criteria are appropriate before applying them

· Is reflective about the production of own texts: monitors and self-evaluates progress, articulating learning with confidence

· Produces narrative writing and applies polished narrative strategies acquired in grades 6-8 to other genres of writing such as reflective compositions, by raising the level of critical thinking skills and rhetorical techniques

· Write biographical or autobiographical narratives or short stories that describe a sequence of events and communicate the significance of the events to the audience; locate scenes and incidents in specific places; and, describe with specific details the sights, sounds, and smells of a scene and the specific actions, movements, gestures, and feelings of the characters; in the case of short stories or autobiographical narratives, use interior monologue(what the character says silently to self)
to show the character’s feelings 

· Use effective rhetorical techniques and demonstrate understanding of purpose, speaker, audience, and form when completing expressive, persuasive, or literary writing assignments

· Writes reflective pieces that explore the significance of personal experiences, events, conditions, or concerns by using rhetorical strategies, including narration, description, exposition, and persuasion; and, draw comparisons between specific incidents and broader themes that illustrate the writer’s important beliefs or generalizations about life
