Long Range Plan Update & Student Services Update

Results from the parent survey were shared.  In addition, a summary of other LRP activities was discussed including a Resource Inventory, Staff Survey, Professional Development, Response To Intervention Committee, Student Assistant Teams.

Special Education Advisory Committee  (SEAC)

The SEAC is being eliminated for the 2008/09 school year.  Instead, effort will be made for special education outreach at the building level through PTO’s, principal’s coffees, the ambassador program, etc.  Special Education Parent Network Meetings will continue as scheduled.  In addition, parent involvement will continue on the Long Range Plan committee and a Student Services Ad Hoc Committee.

DPI Self Assessment

Wauwatosa is scheduled to conduct a formal special education self assessment as part of a DPI review in 2009/10.  Currently the Student Services Department is preparing for this assessment.  An Ad Hoc Committee will form in the spring to support the assessment.

Student Learning Update

A handout from the Student Learning Department was distributed.  Currently the Student Services Department and the Student Learning Department are working together in a variety of areas in effort to support Student Learning.

PLC’s

A description of PLC’s across the district and the role of special education on collaborative teams were provided.  Building teams are currently working together to support student learning.  

 Reading Intervention Committee

Last year the Reading Intervention Committee worked together and identified resources to support literacy.  New intervention resources have been purchased for every elementary school.  These include Jolly Phonics, Road to the Code, RAVE-O, and SRA Direct Instruction etc.  Targeted staff are currently being trained in the use of these interventions.  All special education teachers will participate in the SRA training.
